Jim was born in Chapel Hill, North Carolina on July 4, 1939. He was the son
of the late Elbert Lucion and Wilma Merritt Hardee. He was a minister serving
the United Methodist Church for over 50 years. He and his wife, Billie, were
the Founders and co-directors of the Darlington Youth Home that later
became the Billie Hardee Home for Boys.
